Oh, but it's foul outside!  Windy and wet, the bare branches of great trees whipping back and forth against a grey sky, 
rain pelting the windows as if someone were tossing handfuls of pebbles against them.  

But it's nice in here, with music playing and a few well-placed cats scattered about the living room to block drafts.  
Working at home is one of the sweetest privileges the world of work confers, but it's even nice in more usual workplaces 
today, I have learned in several phone conversations this morning:  my daughter is glad to be in her classroom, more so 
than is usual on a Monday.  The dentist's secretary called to confirm, and volunteered how happy she was to be at her 
desk instead of outside.  Mary says she just about blew over wheeling her trashcan back from the curb, and is glad to be 
back inside.  

It is sunny and warm in Port-au-Prince today, as it is most days.  Shelter from the rain is not needed today.  I suppose 
this is a blessing, in a place where blessings have been few and far between lately.  But a roof over the heads of families 
with many children and grandparents, uncles, aunts, a safe place to sleep, some food and clean water, a doctor, a place 
to bury the dead, a moment of privacy in which to absorb the horror of all that has happened ς  these are in short 
supply.  The world's attention has been riveted on the tragedy for two weeks now, but that's going to taper off in the 
next few days.  Haiti will no longer be news.  No story lasts for very long among us.  We have a short attention span.

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Episcopal Relief & Development Collaborating on Earthquake Response in Haiti 
(Updated February 23, 2010) 

In the wake of the 7.0-magnitude earthquake that hit Haiti on January 12, Episcopal Relief & Development has been working closely 
with local partners to assist those most impacted by this disaster. It is estimated that one in three Haitians were affected by the 
quake, roughly three million people.  The most recent numbers from the Haitian government indicate that the death toll has 
reached 230,000 people, and that number continues to climb.  

In the Episcopal Diocese of Haiti, Episcopal Relief & Development is offering technical support and funds to help secure critical 
supplies for those in need. In addition to supplying food and water, the agency has secured vehicles to assist the diocese in 
delivering supplies, fuel for those vehicles and camping supplies to provide shelter.  The agency is also helping the diocese increase 
its human resources by hiring additional staff for logistical work, health service provision and construction. These efforts are 
expanding the ŘƛƻŎŜǎŜΩǎ ŎŀǇŀŎƛǘȅ ǘƻ ƘŜƭǇ ǘƘŜ 25,000 survivors at over 60 mission sites in 8 localities: Leogane, Buto, Mathieu, L'Acul 
Bellevue, Darbonne, Trouin, Bainet and Grand Colline - Route de Jacmel.

This diverse program included fostering a network of 28 community development workers trained in disaster management. Since 
the quake, these development agents have completed initial needs assessments in their own communities, and they are providing 
their data to the diocese and Episcopal Relief & Development. The data provided by these agents is enabling the Diocese and 
Episcopal Relief & Development to work together, setting priorities for ongoing relief and recovery efforts. 

In the aftermath of the earthquake, activities supported by Episcopal Relief & Development include: 

Episcopal Diocese of Haiti 

¶ Supplying over six tons of food to survivors living in diocesan camps. This includes both purchased and donated food.  

¶ Delivering food by helicopter to six camps not accessible by vehicles. These camps are inhabited by more than 15,000 
survivors. Each drop contains 216 pounds of rice, 204 pounds of beans, 12 gallons of oil and 36 kilograms milk powder.  

¶ Constructing permanent latrines and clean water sites in eight camps. These new facilities will be earthquake-resistant. In 
addition to providing sanitation and clean water, the construction is creating jobs in affected communities.  

¶ Conducting training on the proper installation and maintenance of at least 20 emergency water purification systems, which 
diocesan development agents are distributing throughout Haiti. Additional water purification needs are currently being 
assessed so that they can be adequately addressed.  

¶ Working closely with the Diocesan Disaster Council, which has been charged by Bishop Duracin to coordinate the 
earthquake response and long-term recovery plans.  

¶ Collaborating with the Diocese of Virginia, whose fundraising efforts will enable the purchase of 10 more trucks for use by 
the Diocese of Haiti  

IMA World Health 

¶ Providing 50 medicine boxes to diocesan community health workers. Each box contains enough pain relief medications, 
nutritional supplements, antibiotics, and basic first aid supplies to assist 1,000 people in diocesan camps.  

Episcopal Diocese of the Dominican Republic 

¶ Procuring and purchasing three trucks to transport supplies. Two of these trucks are being used by the Diocese of Haiti and 
the third is being used by the Diocese of the Dominican Republic.  

¶ Gathering critical supplies such as food, medical boxes and 400 durable, family-sized tents and 710 units of insecticide-
treated plastic sheeting to construct shelters.  Transporting these supplies in two weekly shipments from Santo Domingo to 
Port-au-Prince.   

As often as possible, Episcopal Relief & Development prefers to purchase items locally. This practice supports local economic 
recovery, creates local employment, and ensures Haitian leadership in program design and management.

Presiding Bishop Katharine Jefferts Schori paid a poignant visit to Port-au-Prince Feb. 8 to survey with Episcopal Diocese 
of Haiti Bishop Jean Zaché Duracin the devastation wrought by the Jan. 12 magnitude 7.0 earthquake. 

After climbing over the ruins of the diocese's Cathédrale Sainte Trinité (Holy Trinity Cathedral), the presiding bishop 
turned to Duracin and said, "You should skip Lent this year; you have already had your Good Friday." 

"Yes, we can all sing Alleluias together," Duracin replied, according to the Rev. Lauren Stanley, who accompanied Jefferts 
Schori on her five-hour visit. 

Pointing to some of the cathedral's 13 bells that were visible among the ruins and that appeared to be salvageable, 
Jefferts Schori said "they will ring again" and that the cathedral "will rise again," according to Stanley. 

While at the cathedral, Jefferts Schori and Duracin said prayers at what the Haitian bishop is calling the diocese's "open-
air cathedral," which consists of some plastic sheeting stretched over a frame of two-by-fours that shelters some pews 
rescued from the cathedral ruins. 

The two bishops each prayed aloud with those who happened to be at the site. Some of the older women members of 
the cathedral were combing the ruins for pieces of the building's world-famous murals depicting biblical stories in 
Haitian motifs. The gathered congregation also sang "How Great Thou Art" in French, Stanley said. 

During the visit, Stanley said, Duracin asked her to "tell the world that physically the church is broken, but the church is 
still there in faith. Our faith is still strong."

While the Berry Schools were never directly affiliated with the Episcopal Church, we find that Anglican influences 
aboundτfrom the architecture of the three chapels to the guiding principles of educating the head, heart and hands. 

Academic excellence, opportunities for worship, and service to others in the community continue as hallmarks of the 
Berry approach to college life.  Canterbury Club members exemplify the type of students in which Martha Berry would 
have taken great pride.
